TAKING HORIZONTAL PICTURES

It is important to remember when taking pictures of your client’s home, to take the pictures horizontally.  These types of pictures upload the best in the CHER®.
USING VERTICAL PICTURES IN CHER® 

Change the picture from vertical to horizontal:

This can be accomplished by the use of Microsoft Picture Manager or another 
image editing program such as Photoshop.  Most of these programs allow you to 
rotate the picture and/or crop the picture to focus on the element you are trying to 
present.

Using a vertical picture:
If a vertical picture is uploaded, follow these steps if you experience any of the following:

1)  Text appears over the picture:


If you have comments written in Your Professional/Additional Recommendations 
and/or Observations box, the text may appear over the picture.  The text may be 
“moved down” by inserting lines of space (hit enter) at the beginning of your text 
in this box.  This drops the text down beyond the picture.  You will need to 
experiment with the number of lines spaces needed, typically 5-10 lines of 
space 
is sufficient.  After adding the line spaces, click on VIEW REPORT to see your 
results and adjust the spacing accordingly.
2)  The image appears on a full page:

The image may be cropped to a smaller size by the use of Microsoft Picture 
Manager or another image editing program such as Photoshop.  But be sure you 
do not lose the element in the picture which you are trying to portray.
